2.4 Run Skype

(2) Run Skype and log in with Skype account.

2.6 Make a Call

(1) Go back to ready state, press /¥ to display the call list.
(2) Press 4/¥ again to select a contact.

(3) Press ™ to call out.

When a call comes in, both of the base and the handset will ring.

Press ™ to answer the call, or press €% to refuse it.

2.7.2 Answer a call via base

(1) When a call comes in, both the base and the handset will
